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Building works remain on schedule at the Island Pharmacy (within Island Medical Centre),
with the grand opening planned for early July. On the site of an old hotel, the new medical
centre will see the amalgamation of three medical practices, with a total of 19 GPs. The
centre will also provide a dedicated physiotherapy annex, rooms for other medical
professionals, from counsellors to chiropodists as well as a dental practice, all under one
roof.

The pharmacy, designed and operated by pharmacists Gwynn and Kate Jones will have a
unique look and contemporary feel about it and will include local materials such as Jersey
granite, which being pink is quite stunning!

With two of our bigger RP20 dispensers and slow mover doors, this will be our largest

installation within the UK to date. Designed to accommodate the high script numbers and
wholesaler deliveries which arrive by boat,
ve times a week, (weather permitting).
RoboPharma have enjoyed being closely
involved throughout the project and are
delighted to have found a practical solution
which will complement the design concept of
Gwynn and Kate.
